Fe 0/"\"" Creative ways to boost
your 2010 savings plan

Even when you’re living on less than before

Whether your job has been downsized or your expenses have upsized, setting funds
aside on a regular basis helps you control your money, instead of the other way
around.

Set a measurable goal & post it

Earn from your mistakes

with a friend instead of brown-bagging it, or indulged

in the new sweater instead of wearing the same one

again.

Make it foolproof
Automate as much of your financial plan as you can. For

example, paying bills by auto-withdrawal will eliminate late

fees and boost your credit score—which may eventually result in
better financing rates down the road. But also be sure to set up an
automatic savings deposit, and slowly but surely increase the amount
— even by a few dollars every few months. When the money is not
easily accessible in your checking account, it is easier to

“forget” about it—allowing it to grow faster.
